Large industrial user demand was up year on year for the third consecutive month, increasing by 1.9%.
This was mainly due to a year-on-year increase in all major industries except for textiles, paper & pulp
and chemicals, due principally to a rebound from the negative effect of the Great East Japan
Earthquake.
